- LED “ON” when wireless function is enabled.
- Blinking when sending/receiving data.
- Blinking when WPS is established

Power Indicator: ®
- LED “ON" when Power is connected

PLC: ®

- LED “ON"when the Powerline Sync is established.
- Blinking when networking is active.

ETH: @

- LED “ON"when connected to a device using Ethernet.
- Blinking when data is transmited or recived via Ehternet Port

WPS Button: ®
- Push the WPS button to trigger the WI-Fi Protected Setup function.|

SYNC Button: ®

- Push the SYNC button to create an secure AVLN (AV Logical

Plug a Corinex HomePlug AV 200 powerline adapter
into the wall outlet.
